Perhaps the easicst way to tell you about the Belt
Lifter is to say that it is the mechanism designed
to make easy the formerly tough task of placing the
driwe belt on the motor shaft. The rotary brush in
the Ruig Cleaner Nozzle is driven through this helt.
Before attaching the nozzle to the motor wnit, it will
be necessary to place the belt over the hook of the
Belt Lifter. This hook is an infegral part of the
nameplate on the nozzle and cannot be remowved.
Huold the nozzle in the left hand with the nameplate
down. Grasp the Belt Lifter nozzle cap “lever”™ with
the right hand and fam it to the “ON" position.

To Adjust Mozzle Height for Efficient Rug Cleaning . . .

The many new kinds of regs in use today make the
proper adjuestroent of the nozzie height more impor-
tamt than ever before. If the nozzle is too far off the
mg’s surface, it woo't clean at all, and if it is too
close, pushing down and resting on the rug, it woa't
clean efficiently and might be hard to push. There-
fore, a device is provided with which the nozzle can
be adjusted to the proper cleaning height. The Toe-
Touch Control is the semi-automatic way of raising
and lowering the nozzle. Button A is used for rais-
ing the nozzle and Button B is used for lowering the
mozzle a notch at a time. These adjustments are
made by pressing the butbons with the toe of your
shoe. This is a comparatively easy and quick way of
accomplishing this important adjustment.

Place the Rug Cleaner Unit on the carpet or mag,
press Button A and raise the adjustment to No. 7
oa the indicator (the top position). Start the motor
and lower the nozzle a notch at a time by pressing
Buttor B until you see the mog drawn up to the
nozzle by the suction and a moticeable decpening
in the tone of the motor occuars. Inm this way you
can know when you bave the best nozzle adjust-

TILTING THE RUG CLEANER NOIILE...

There is a Tilt Latch adjustment for the handle
which permits the handle to swing in an arc to a
point where a pressure downwand tilts the Rug

Cleaner Moezie up and owver the edges of rags,
clectric cords, ete. This is the most importank wse
of the Tilt Latch, although there are two more
adjustments. The three settings of the Tilt Latch
handle adjustment are: 1. Full Handle Swing —
The position in which the latch is upward as far as
it will go. This permits the handle to swing freely,
and is the setting for pushing the machine ander
beds or similar low pieces of furniture. 2. Tilting—
To make this setting, stand the handle straight up
and puash the Tilt Latch slide down as far as it will
go.

FLOODLIGHT BULBS ...

To replace, raise floodlight cover, and note that

socket assembly has a clamp that fastens around
the metal base of the bulb. The base of the bulb
is of the bayonet type, similar to those used in

automobile headlights. Turn the bulb slightly
counter-clockwise, or to the left, push in at the same
time, and then pull out. Do not force, If it is done
right it will come out with a firm but gentle pres-
sure.

Paints, insecticides and floor wax can be sprayed
with the Spray Gun. Insecticides and liquid waxes
of a thin consistency can be used as they come from
the container. Howewver, brushing paint is usually
thick and needs to be thinned when used in a spray
gun. Use according to the directions. Gun and metal
tube should be thoroughly cleaned and wiped dry
after using. Clean the tube with a pipe cleaner.

This is a unit which needs a large degres of port-
ability . . . the machine must be taken to the job.
Therefore, the long handle should be removed and
the Lifter Grip attached. Remowve the Sani Em-tor
and bag and attach the Blower Coupler and the
Flexible Hose. Fit the Spray Gun into the Coupler
Tube at the end of the Flexible Hoss.

To fill the Spray Gun Jar:

Unscrew the jar from the cover. Pour into the jar
an amount of liquid sufficient to do the job, but an
amount not more than three-fourths of the jar’s
capacity to awoid spillage. Screw the jar firmly
back into place.

Test the spray by pressing down the plunger button
on top of the Spray Gun with the motor runmning.
Adjust the spray to suit the job by screwing the
button up or down. This is a very scasitive adjust-
menk, producing a spray from ‘“wvery fine’ to almost
a “solid stream”,

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The Suds-O-Gnzn is @ companion piece for the Spray
Gun. It is an attachment which fits over the nose
end of the Spray Gun and is used to produce extra-
dry suds for the shampooing of mgs, tapestrics and
overstaffed furmiture,

Many tyres of detergents and soap solufsons may
be used. About two tablespoocafuls of any of the
popular detergents in a half-pint of water makes
excellent sads. If soap Hakes or granules are used
they must be thoroughly dissolwed, otherwise they
meay clog the small tube or the screen. Im operation,
the spray jet of suds solution strikes the inner face
of the Swds-0-Gun screen and is broken up into
bubbles by the air blast. You will nofe that the valve
button on tog of the Spray Gun is adjustable. Turn-
ing it governs the amount of valve opening . . . a
fine spray makes dry suads.

Connect the Spray Gun to the Power Unit in the
regatar way. Then attach the Swds-0-Gun part

firmly ca the nose end of the Sprayer, over the two
lugs prowvided, by taming it clockwise.

The suds can be piled directly on the surface to be
cleaned or gathered in a wash basin. Because it
cootains a mimimum of water it does not soalk the
article to be cleaned. Water can be wery hanmful
if it soaks into the fabric because it can cause mildew
and streaking. Heap foam oo the surface to be
cleaned and scrub a small area until the foam dis-
appears. An ordinary scrob brush is satisfactory,
but a matural or synthetic sponge may be used if
you prefer. The foam gquickly dissolwes the flm of
surface grease and restores the original coloring,
In a few moments the surface is dry. If desired, the
drying action can be hastened by using a blast of

air from the Kirby Bexible hose. A single treatment
is usually sufficient, but seweral may be required in
the case of a wery dirty rug. It may be necessary
to use a second treatment on the arms and head-rest
of a chair where most of the dirt collects.

When the surface is dry, remove the loose dry froth
and dirf with the Ruog Cleaner Nozzle in the case
of rugs; and the Upholstery Noezle in the case of
wphaolstery. This will arrange the pile ewenly and
smooth out the nap, The wery finest of rugs and
upholstery materials cannot be harmed by sham-
pooing in this way, because excessive moisture, to
soak the material is not required. A long drying
period is mok necessary and a clean article may be
puat info use immediately.

The Portable Fnit is used to clean draperies, vene-
tian blinds, lamp shades, moldings, piancs, radia-
tors, walls, stone fireplaces, window shades, light-
ing fixtares . . . everything above the Socor. It is
deszgned to be pulled on wheels ower the floor, lifted
up stairs or iofo an antomobale with the Lifter Grip
handle, and carried using the shoulder strap.

The feather-light Curved and Straight Extension
Tubes lengthen the wser’s reach . . . aid in getting
dert from the wery high places (such as mwoldings,
tops of doorways and draperies), and the wsually
inzacoessible low places {such as under stowves, cup-
boards or radiators).

The Toaol Cabinet can be carried to the job along
with the Portable Unit. Hang the cabinet on a door
knob or the back of a chair to keep the tools in
readiness.

Tilt the nozzle of the machine wp and snap the felt
pad into place with the metal clips provided for this
purpose.
