Assamble the Floor Parable or Shoulder Portable Unlt as Instructed on pages 22 and 23,
gxf_upl that the Flaxible Hosa is cannoected 1o the blowar oullatl or neck of the matar unit
in place of the Sani Em-Tor. See page 20 regarding attaching hose to “"blower outlet.”
Wote when Kirby is used as a “blowar,” It Is nacessary to attach tha Crystalator to the front
of the Kirby motar.

Whan using a paint inlended for use with a brush, it must ba thinned for spray application.
Follow the paint manufacture's instructions for the proper solvents and the amount of
solvant to use, Be sure to use adequale vantilation In order 1o avold breathing palnt vapor
or creating a fire hazard, To fill the Spray Gun Jar, unscrew from the unit and fill about
thraa-fourths full.

Spray qun parls
ara not harmed by ordinary salvanis or thinnars, Gaution, of course, should b used when
using any flammable salvent or thinner,
